DESCRIPTION 
1000 SB Bonding Primer is a thin, brushable or sprayable liquid 
which can be easily and quickly applied to reinforce the bonding 
surface on absorbent materials, such as wood, concrete, cement 
board etc. before applying Bostik Adhesives. 

 

PURPOSE FOR USE 
Giltgrip1000 SB Flooring Primer is formulated to be applied to 
concrete, cement sheet or wooden subfloors and used primarily in 
conjunction with polychloroprene based adhesives such as BSR 
555 and 1222.  Surfaces must be clean and dry.  If the substrate is 
very porous, two coats of 1000 Primer should be applied.to 
concrete,  
 

LIMITATIONS 
Because of the wide range of surfaces and floorings, a test of any 
new combination should be conducted before using. 

 

PREPARATION 
Ensure the surface is even, clean, dry and free from oil, dust or 
flaking paint.  Ensure concrete subfloors are free from hydrostatic 
pressure, and test moisture content prior to priming or laying floor 
covering. 
 
Refer to AS/NZS 2455.1.1995 Part 1 and AS 1884-1985 for 
installation practice and maintenance. 
 

 

APPLICATION & COVERAGE RATE 
Do not apply adhesive if temperature is below 10°C. Shake or stir 
before use. 
 
Spread 1000 SB Primer evenly with a brush, roller or spray gun.  
 
Coverage rate: typically 5 square metres per litre although this can 
vary widely depending on porosity of the substrate. 
 
Drying time is 30 to 40 minutes at 25°C
